Aztec Ruins Plans to Remodel Visitor Center Interior

Aztec, NM—Superintendent Stephanie Dubois announced that Aztec Ruins National Monument proposes to remodel the visitor center lobby to serve visitors better. The proposal includes enlarging the information desk and book sales area that is used by Southwest Parks and Monuments Association.

The visitor center is an historic building listed on the National Register of Historic Places.  An historical architect is working with park staff to assure that the proposed design will be in harmony with the historic nature of the building.

Although a remodel in the visitor center was proposed in the 1989 General Management Plan for the park, funding to execute the project was not available until the park began participating in the Recreation Fee Demonstration Program in 1997.  Through this program that the National Park Service began at the direction of Congress, the park retains 80% of the entrance fees collected to fund educational, maintenance, and preservation projects in the park. Fee receipts collected from visitors will be used to pay for this proposed remodel.

Dubois said that construction may begin later this winter.
