Dear Friends of Arkansas Post:

The enclosed final General Management Plan /Environmental Impact Statement for Arkansas Post National Memorial represents the culmination of more than four years of planning for the future of the nation memorial. The official beginning was June 30, 1999 with a notice in the Federal Register announcing the intent to produce a general management plan and accompanying environmental impact statement. A news release went out to local and regional outlets shortly thereafter. Public scoping meetings began in June of that year to understand how the public viewed the national monument and to get ideas for future management, development, and interpretation.

A draft plan was written and placed on 60 days public review in January 2003. Public meetings were held in DeWitt, Dumas and Stuggart to discuss the plan during the review period. Comments were received from individuals, government agencies and organized interest groups. Many of these comments are reflected in this final plan.
Although technically not on review, this plan cannot be finalized fro the next 30 days. This is so the public, organizations, and government agencies may look at the document and notify the National Park Service of any legal insufficiencies. Following that 30 day period, the Midwest Regional Director of the National Park Service will sign a Record of Decision which marks the end of the general management planning process.

We are very pleased to have this plan completed. We think it will be the start of great thing at Arkansas Post National Memorial. Thank you for your participation in the planning process.
