Enclosed for your review and concurrence is the Draft General Management Plan/ Environmental Impact Statement for Big Bend National Park, Brewster County, Texas.

Except for Big Bend gambusia and black-capped vireo, species on the list provided by your office in July 2000 have been dismissed as impact topics because they are not known to occur in the park or because actions proposed in the plan are unlikely to impact them. The EIS concludes that the preferred alternative (B) would have completely beneficial effects on Big Bend gambusia and the black-capped vireo. Therefore, the park service has concluded that the preferred alternative is not likely to adversely affect either species.
