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Saguaro National Park hosts open houses
(Tucson, AZ) — Saguaro National Park staff will host the first set of general management plan open houses on July 23 and 24, 2003. The open houses will be informal forums where the public can learn about the park and share their ideas on issues and concerns relating to the park. Superintendent Sarah Craighead will make a brief presentation on the general management planning process at 3:30 PM and 6:30 PM. Park Service technical experts will also be present to answer questions and record public comments. Attendees can offer comments through a variety of media ranging from transcribed verbal comments to a “graffiti wall” where people can write their personal comments and read the views shared by others.

“We want this to be a relaxed atmosphere where people feel free to share their views and listen to the views of others,” explained Superintendent Craighead. “This is an important first step in identifying the issues we will address in the new general management plan we are developing for the park.”

The park’s new general management plan and its accompanying environmental impact statement will outline how the park’s resources and recreation opportunities will be managed for the next 15 to 20 years.


“We want this to be an inclusive and collaborative effort. We’ve been working with other federal, state, and local government agencies and tribes to identify issues we need to include in the plan,” noted Craighead. “Now we’re turning to the public for their help and input.”

Additional open houses will be held at other milestones in the planning process. The park will also publish newsletters, make periodic presentations, and post updates on the Internet to keep the public informed about the planning process. 

“We all love the beauty of the desert and its fragile resources,” commented Craighead. “We’re looking forward to working with our friends, neighbors, and visitors to find ways we can preserve, protect, and enjoy these resources ─ now, and well into the future.”
